Lecture notes (3.2) Site selection

Aquaculture sites must:

1. Have adequate water supplies

2. Suitable soil types for the structures under consideration

3. Be of appropriate topography

4. Be accessible to essential services

In selecting a site, four major factors must be considered, including:

1. Ecological
a. Location (inland, coastal, offshore)

b. Limiting factors (plot, species, hazards, competing uses, etc)

c. Topography (gravity, construction, vegetation)

d. Soil (pH, types, hydraulic permeability, plasticity, etc.)

e. Water supply and weather

f. Contaminants (previous use, run-off, etc.)
2. Biological

a. Species selection

i. Availability of seed

ii. Profitability

iii. Market demand

b. Predator control

i. Screening

ii. Fencing and netting

iii. Legal framework for predator removal

3. Economic and social 

a. Proximity to all-weather roads/transport systems

b. Availability of construction materials

c. Equipment, personnel etc. for running the project

d. Political realities

e. Land/water ownership rights

f. Safety

4. Legal requirements
